This year we celebrate the 10t anniversary of Project Fulfill Art Space, we invite curator
HUANG Chien-Hung to program a line up of special projects titled Voir la in Time Zones,
featuring three exhibitions reflecting the unique characteristics of Project Fulfill (‘Jiou

Zai’ in Chinese), encompassing the meaning of the here and now.

Project Fulfill Art Space is pleased to announce part Il of our 10th Anniversary Special
Projects Voir la in Time Zones, curated by Huang Chien-Hung opening on the 19t of May
2018, presenting installation artist Chen Sung-Chih’s latest solo exhibition Chen

Sung-Chih: A Fork in the Road.

The exhibition consists of the installation Untitled 2018, which makes use of various
materials including synthetic fabric, carpet, active carbon powder, frequency-modulated
sound and personal objects, to construct a multi-faceted, sculptural exterior. The work

continues the artist’s exploration of how forms disintegrate in time and space as well as

the cyclic regeneration of meanings and purposes.

Chen’s mixed-media installations always start with a concept aimed to represent the
often-neglected fragments and sensibilities in life, expressed through manipulating the
physicality of materials. His previous works often focus on the specific events of

everyday life, incorporating time-related narratives from his own life and society. These
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everyday materials are randomly assembled and combined by the artist, transforming
into works that transcend beyond their coarse, cold material attributes, becoming
integrated with densely complex psychological elements that give them a sense of
warmth and poetry. To read his work is like capturing a perceptual resonance of

modern society’s detached routines within the artist’s creative narrative.

This will be the artist’s fifth exhibition at Project Fulfill Art Space, marking a long-term

collaboration between Chen and the gallery since 2010. As a site-specific installation

artist, Chen is most familiar with Project Fulfill’s space, within which he takes into

consideration every crevice, allowing the space to influence the contours of his work.

Untitled 2018 is an interactive combination of performance and concept, which portrays

the complex relations when an individual is placed within a system. Chen seeks to

present a time-based sketch crossing and coexisting with the integration between
tangible space-time and individual consciousness. The expression of “a fork in the road”
suggests a stop at a forked path, and implies the indeterminate and multi-layered
perception in addition to human vision. All the unknown evocation and disorientation
seem to always become pervasive before consciousness judgment and comprehension.
The elusive, changing images will continue to disrupt and disorientate bodily perception,
and call attention to the perceptive logic established by the spatial installation that
evolves around physical exploration; and in reverse, it will define the distance between

civilization and the untamed nature.

Furthermore, reflecting the exhibition space and audience interactive aspect of the

artwork, curator Huang Chien-Hung will present his curatorial discourse by conducting

three voice recordings within the gallery space, which will then be edited by the artist,

the final text will be released on 9 June 2018.

CHEN Sung-Chih (b. 1978) was born in Nantou, Taiwan, currently lives in Taichung,
Taiwan. He graduated from the Graduate Institute of Plastic Arts, Tainan National

University of the Arts.

Project Fulfill Art Space 10th Anniversary special projects Voir la in Time Zones

The name Project Fulfill Art Space complements its Chinese counterpart ‘Jiu Zai’, its
meaning embodies the vision of a space in which every project can be fulfilled. The last
ten years have flown by with a focus on promoting young artists and developing
exhibitions and art projects. Ten years is not a long time when pursuing exploration
without a template for guidance, thus we can admire Project Fulfill's courage for
experimentation and their rapid development. Nevertheless, ten years is a significant

milestone for a commercial gallery recognized for its experimental and dynamic nature.
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The question of how to reflect on Project Fulfill’s establishment over the last ten years is
in itself a challenge. The link between ‘art’, ‘space’ and ‘commerce’ has long been held to
consideration, working towards the preservation of creative diversity and the quality of
artworks, while maintaining the development of a support system. Therefore the
reflection of these past ten years is also a question of how do we consider space? First
and foremost exists the boundless potential and energy when contemplating an art
project space, and here we encounter the key word ‘project’, reinterpreted by Project
Fulfill's Director Pei-Yu Lin as ‘Jit Zai’ or ‘voir 1a/voila, where ‘project’ is designed as an
expression of visual intention. Thus, with ‘space’ and ‘project’ at the center of our
thoughts on these ten years, we propose an ongoing project consisting of three
exhibitions, to reflect on art spaces and their resonance through time. We invite the
gallery’s represented artist CHEN Sung-Chih; collaborative artist CHOU Yu-Cheng, and
cross-cultural artist Fahrettin Orenli, along with spatial practitioners in Asia to

participate in the exhibition program, deepening the discussion of the production of art.

For the exhibition Chen Sung-Chih: A Fork in the Road, curator Huang Chien-Hung poses
a series of questions to the role of the gallerist, in turn Project Fulfill Art Space will
conduct a closed informal discussion with a panel of five gallerists from Asia. Invited
participants include past collaborators that Project Fulfill hopes to continue to work
with as well as gallerists that Project Fulfill has yet to collaborate with, to discuss future
opportunities. Questions include the positioning (or un-positioning) of Asia, how to
select artists for internal as well as external exhibitions, conceptualizing the
collaboration between galleries, and the need to participate in international art fairs - a
recent highly debated issue among galleries. Written documentation of the discussion
will be released during the exhibition period.
